1) Welcome / Call to Order:  John Burger opened the meeting at 11am ET.  John welcomed those new to the attendee list
2) General Status Updates:  Has life returned to normal?

Responses from participants included,

· Return to semi normal, partially remote
· Most are not quarantining materials.  One exception:  UNCG continues to quarantine incoming materials for 24 hours.

· What is the new normal?  Many are looking for clarity.
3) Status of Article Galaxy Scholar usage

John commented on the agreement negotiated with Reprints Desk, noting that it was not the pricing that they had initially indicated.  LSU was able to negotiate a better deal than the ASERL terms, but then ran into a user access issues and cancelled the subscription.
John asked if others had also encountered problems with AGS?  There is a relatively small user base right now. To date, other users on the call had just begun implementation.  UA and Memphis both indicated they would notify John if they encountered issues.  Memphis will begin using the service August 12th with Elsevier titles only.

4) Potential New RS Partner

John also mentioned that ASERL is having conversations with Internet Archive regarding a reciprocal sharing agreement.  IA is a document supplier for non-returnables.  They have an agreement with Boston Library Consortium.  John expects this agreement would be similar to the one we have with WRLC.  Internet Archive has no “users” per se, so John did not anticipate receiving requests from them.  He asked if anyone had concerns?

· Would this information be presented to deans during the next e-update?  Unknown.  It will be considered by the Board first, who will make the call.  Vanderbilt noted their university press had concerns, which John will share with the ASERL Board.  
· Is anyone using the Internet Archive’s Scholars Portal?  None reported doing so.

5) Poll – Use of other RS tools, to inform exploratory group

Timeline to complete is the end of August.  An email will be distributed.

6) Update:  Status of 2022 SE Resource Sharing Conference?

James Harper provided a brief update of the event.  He anticipates a date in September or October 2022 date, to be held at the Bennett House in Nashville.   James asked that people email him if they are interested in helping plan the meeting.

This has previously been a joint meeting between ASERL’s Scholarly Communications group and Resource Sharing groups -- but the ScholComm cmte has totally new leadership and is not aware of earlier thinking.  Currently, the event planners are now seeing this as just ILL focused.  The conference relies on ASERL’s help but it is not an ASERL event so they are not necessarily looking for a ScholComm representatives.  When the planning group begins to meet, John would be happy to help recruit people.
7) ASERL Resource Sharing Lists/Directory

John shared a draft directory (spreadsheet) that ASERL is beginning to compile to record participation in various programs/projects.  This is shared for informational purposes at this point.  Once compiled, libraries will be asked to confirm the accuracy of their directory information. 

8) Anything Else?  People News?  Open mic?

· Sofiya (Memphis) announced they are in the process of rebranding tech services – where does ILL fall in the org chart?  Tech services or access services?  She asked people to contact her directly if they have information to share.
· Kristine (UCF) announced that the Florida group has just implemented Alma.  UCF is finding a few issues with U-Borrowing, where it will not talk to their automated retrieval service.
· Renna (Clemson) raised a question on Alma and ILLiad NCIP.
Attendees from other ALMA libraries on the call offered to reach out for assistance. 
· Katherine (William & Mary) asked how libraries are handling overdue fines from 2020.  The library has not invoiced yet but they are wondering how others are handing the situation.  This is for about 50 books still out/overdue.

There was mixed response from those on the call.  Some continue to hold outstanding invoices, some have been invoicing regularly.  Some noted that many of the outstanding loans from 2020 have fallen off the radar.
